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1    UCO DESMET-GUEQUIER
In 1905, the company Desmet-Guequier built a cotton mill modelled 
after the English factories, with a saw-tooth roof and enormous windows 
to let sunlight in. The halls were full of machines spinning the raw cotton 
into yarn. About one hundred workers were employed here until 1975. 
In 1982, the City of Ghent purchased the building and later turned it into 
the Museum of Industrial Archaeology and Textile (MIAT), the current 
Museum of Industry.

2    VAN ACKER
The oldest preserved remnant of the former Vanden Broecke-Grenier 
cotton factory, later Van Acker, is the remarkable square chimney from 
1851. The spinning and weaving machines continued to run there until 
1972. In 1982, the workshops gave way to social housing units. The 
machine house, boiler room, chimney, steam boiler and the adjacent 
building with saw-tooth roof are protected as a monument. Today, the 
building is the base of guide organisation Vizit.

3    UCO DE HEMPTINNE
In 1853, Jules de Hemptinne founded a Manchester-style spinning 
mill which was extended later on with a weaving mill. From the 1960s 
onward, numerous labour migrants from Turkey and North Africa 
found employment in Ghent’s textile industry. In 1965, Faruk and 
Mehmet were the very first Turkish workers at UCO de Hemptinne. The 
factory continued in operation as part of the UCO group until 1983.

4    DE HEMPTINNE MANAGER’S HOUSE 
Jules de Hemptinne had a stately manager’s house built next to his 
spinning mill around 1860. Little is left of the factory buildings on this 
site, but the manager’s house with its neoclassical interior has been 
repurposed and listed as heritage.

5    FLORIDA
Originating from the merger of a cotton printing mill and a spinning 
mill in 1823, Florida developed into an important weaving mill. After 
the closure of the factory in 1950, Union Cotonnière (UCO) took over 
the complex to install the central warehouse and the technical services 
there. The buildings were sold in portions after 1990.

6    LA LYS
The machines of La Lys spun flax, jute and hemp into yarn between 
1838 and 1960. This enormous factory occupied nearly the entire 
island in the river Lys and extended across the water with ‘the little Lys’ 
in 1864. After its demolition in the 1960s, the site became overgrown 
and was eventually turned into a public park in 2007.

7    FIÉVÉ / TOLLENAERE
Around 1870, the Fiévé flax mill was founded in the Brugse Poort, 
one of the popular neighbourhoods that developed around the city 
centre in the 19th century. Later taken over by Tollenaere, the factory 
finally closed its doors in 1953 and was then used as a warehouse for a 
metalworks company.

8    UCO ROOIGEM
The UCO Rooigem cotton mill closed its doors in 1989, after more than 
90 years of spinning and twisting. This imposing building, which was 
designed by Ghent architect Serafinus De Taeye, was repurposed in 
1999 and converted into flats, shops and a gym.

9    ALSBERGE-VAN OOST
Founded in 1879 by Joseph Alsberge and Auguste Van Oost, this 
bleachery for linen fabrics developed into one of the most important 
of its kind and employed hundreds of workers. After its closure in 
1978, it remained vacant and was vandalised for several decades. The 
factory has now been converted into flats, but the boiler room and 
engine room are still awaiting restoration.

10    FILATURE DU RABOT
Founded in 1899, Filature du Rabot was specialised in spinning 
and twisting jute. After the Second World War, the company grew 
considerably thanks to the acquisition of three nearby factories, but 
went bankrupt in 1999. After years of disuse, most of the buildings 
have made way for new build homes and open space.

11    VERCOUTERE
Around 1880, Théophile Vercoutere had a factory constructed that 
processed textile waste from spinning mills. A striking feature is 
the stately manager’s house along the Nieuwevaart canal. After 
approximately 100 years of textile activities, the site was transformed 
into a business centre.

12    FILATURE NOUVELLE ORLÉANS
The La Nouvelle Orléans cotton mill and twine mill is characterised 
by cast iron columns, a steel frame and huge windows. A water tank 
for the fire-extinguishing system was installed on top of the square 
stair tower. After being taken over by UCO, the factory continued in 
operation until 1988. The site is currently owned by the City of Ghent 
and awaits repurposing. 

13    UCO E.J. BRAUN
Located on Maïsstraat, UCO opened this factory in 1949. It was one 
of the first factories constructed with prestressed concrete and is 
almost entirely made up of a single storey. After 1974, the factory’s 
main activity was the production of denim. The closure of this last UCO 
factory in Ghent in 2009 marked the end of an era. 

14    UCO GALVESTON
Named after a Texan cotton port, the UCO Galveston cotton mill processed 
bales of raw cotton into thread from 1910 to 1999. Designed by architect 
Emile De Weerdt, the building currently accommodates several businesses 
and recreational facilities.

15    COTTON WAREHOUSE
The closed warehouses were constructed in the Voorhaven area 
between 1885 and 1892 to temporarily store raw materials for Ghent’s 
textile factories. Nowadays, the harbour cranes, lockkeepers’ homes 
and railway lines are left as reminders of the fact that the area used to 
be a hive of activity. Three listed warehouses have been converted into 
flats and offices.

16    UNITED SPINNING AND WEAVING MILLS
In addition to shops, pharmacies and bakeries, the socialist cooperative 
Vooruit managed this large cotton mill from the beginning of the 20th 
century. But the cooperative factories quite soon encountered financial 
difficulties, and the factory was taken over by Filatures Gantoises 
Réunies. The buildings accommodated the Gentse Meubelhallen in the 
1970s and currently houses a furniture shop and sports shop.

17    ACEC
From 1861 onward, machine manufacturer Carels developed its 
activities on this large site and became a global leader in the industry. 
The company was acquired by electrical engineering firm ACEC in 
1961. After a series of takeovers, the production site finally closed its 
doors in 2005. Behind the stately façade, there is currently a mix of 
offices, shops, flats and recreational facilities.

18    WORKING-CLASS HOUSES ON 
         BANDELIERSTRAAT
In the 19th century, working-class neighbourhoods expanded rapidly, 
especially in Ghent. For many decades, factory workers lived in shabby 
cottages grouped around a courtyard or alley, often in miserable 
conditions. Many of these houses were demolished or renovated from 
the mid-20th century onwards.

CAN’T GET ENOUGH?
Pick up a free ‘Traces of industrial Ghent’ walking map from the Museum 
of Industry or the Visit Gent tourist office and discover lots of heritage 
gems while strolling through the city centre. 

13 DE GANDT-VANDER SCHUEREN COTTON SPINNING MILL AND 
SCHULZE GAS MANTLE FACTORY 

The De Gandt-Vander Schueren cott on spinning mill was built at Korianderstraat 
2 in 1839. It is one of the oldest texti le factories in Ghent. Later, it became part 
of L’Associati on Linière as a steam mill for spinning fl ax and tow. It spun fl ax 
fi bres into thread. The fl ax waste was spun into lower quality thread called tow. 
The factory occupied almost the enti re block, with entrances in Lammerstraat 
and Sint-Pietersnieuwstraat.

At the beginning of the 20th century, the business was turned into the Emile 
Schulze gas mantle factory. Gas mantles are woven or knitt ed nets for use in gas 
burners, hung around the fl ame that is directed upwards. Invented in 1885, the 
gas mantle enabled gas lamps to give off  much brighter light.

Only the main factory building has been preserved. In the 1970s, the pioneers of 
industrial archaeology in Ghent campaigned to preserve the remaining building 
and prevent its demoliti on. This one building is all that remains of a fascinati ng 
texti les district with dozens of factories.

14 VOORUIT
In 1913 the socialist cooperati ve Vooruit built its own entertainment centre, the ‘Feestlokaal’. This magnifi cent piece of architecture was designed to be an ‘opera house 
for working people’. Under the mott o ‘Art Ennobles’, the workers could enjoy faciliti es including a cinema, library and theatre. It also had a café and a restaurant, making 
it a veritable palace of entertainment, personal bett erment and politi cal struggle.

For decades the Feestlokaal was the cultural stronghold of Ghent’s socialist movement. In 1982 it was re-launched as an independent social and cultural centre, and 
today it is the Vooruit arts centre. On the other side of the street, on the slope, you can see the imposing façade of the former Dagblad Vooruit newspaper.

BAR MITTE (MINNEMEERS 10)
The Museum of Industry’s funky museum café is a great place to take a break, 
either indoors or on the sunny terrace in the museum garden. Fancy a light 
lunch, coff ee or homemade lemonade? We’ve got it all at Bar Mitt e!

WANT MORE DELICIOUS TIPS?

INNER COURTYARD AT THE HOUSE OF ALIJN (KRAANLEI 65)
The House of Alijn, a museum of daily life, has a café and a large outdoor terrace 
in a delightf ul inner courtyard. It is the only almshouse to have been preserved in 
Ghent, a charity insti tuti on where the old and sick were cared for.

HET SPIJKER (PENSMARKT 3)
Experience the atmosphere of a real ‘brown pub’ in this former corn warehouse. 
Enjoy a magnifi cent view of the river Lys from the terrace behind the pub.

DEN HOEK AF (VLAANDERENSTRAAT 1)
Come to Den Hoek Af for breakfast, lunch, an aperiti f or coff ee. Admire the 
statue of Lieven Bauwens from the terrace.

BRASSERIE PAKHUIS (SCHUURKENSTRAAT 4)
This warehouse full of character was used for storage by the Dutry Colson store 
in the Veldstraat. Originally an ironmonger’s, it later sold heati ng systems and 
household arti cles.

ESRA (SINT-JORISKAAI 17)
The best kebabs in Ghent! Tried and tested by the enti re staff  of the Museum 
of Industry.

PAARD VAN TROJE BOOKSHOP (KOUTER 113)
Coff ee and a good book is what you will fi nd here. It is inspired by bookshops 
in London and New York: you can browse through the enormous selecti on of 
books and enjoy a cup of coff ee.

ENTR (HAM 147)
ENTR is the café and restaurant at the multi cultural meeti ng centre De Centrale. 
The architect, Jan Dekeyzer, used ship containers for the interior, a reference to 
the Mediterranean Sea. The menu refl ects the centre’s diversity as well!

VOORUIT CAFÉ & TERRACE 
(SINT-PIETERSNIEUWSTRAAT 23)
A large café that also serves light meals in the art deco surroundings of the arts 
centre: the perfect place for a chat! It is the original heart of Ghent’s socialist 
movement. The terrace is open in nice weather!

15 ZUIDSTATION
In 1837 the fi rst steam train chugged into the Zuidstati on or South Stati on, where Woodrow Wilsonplein is today. The ‘iron road’ gave Ghent’s various industries a boost. 
Tons of iron, wood and coal were brought in by rail.

16 HIPPOLIET LIPPENSPLEIN

In the second half of the 19th century, industrializati on and a populati on 
explosion made Ghent city centre overpopulated, unhygienic and unhealthy. This 
neighbourhood alone was home to some 3,000 texti le workers. Working-class 
areas were rife with diseases like cholera, typhus and smallpox. The city council 
stepped in. Polluted canals and waterways were vaulted over or fi lled in. 
Sti nking factories and squalid tenements known as ‘beluikhuisjes’ made way for 
wide avenues and elegant mansions. The bourgeoisie took over the city. Aft er 
this wave of redevelopment, many working-class people sett led near the new 
factories in the north, east and west of the city.

On this site a new boulevard was constructed, connecti ng the Zuidstati on and 
the city centre.

17 LIEVEN BAUWENSPLEIN
Lieven Bauwens (1769-1822) smuggled a Mule Jenny spinning machine from 
England to Ghent.

Bauwens was the son of a prosperous tanner. He showed an interest in 
mechanics from an early age. He went to England as an industrial spy, fi nding 
out about technical innovati ons in the cott on industry. Besides smuggling parts 
of a mechanical cott on spinning mill out of the country, he also brought Briti sh 
technicians to Ghent. This meant that Ghent was quick to benefi t from the 
technical innovati ons in the texti le industry. Lieven Bauwens has been honoured 
and reviled throughout history. The entrepreneur and his ‘Mule Jenny’ won 
their place in the history books.

Despite the controversy surrounding him, Ghent city council erected a statue of 
Lieven Bauwens in 1885.

18 LOUSBERGS COTTON 
 SPINNING MILL 
The Lousbergs family, originally from the Netherlands, built a veritable texti le 
empire in the 19th century. The Lousbergs cott on spinning mill on the Reep was 
the largest in Ghent in the mid-19th century, employing some 1,500 workers.

20 EXCELSIOR BREWERY
The blue and white stained-glass window on the corner of IJkmeesterstraat and 
Nieuwpoort is the very last vesti ge of the Excelsior brewery. Excelsior was one 
of the largest of Ghent’s many breweries.

21 CAMPO NIEUWPOORT
The CAMPO arts centre building used to be a warehouse for La Lys fl ax factory. 
The factory itself was located just over a mile away, in the Brugse Poort district.

22 DIERMAN TEXTILE FACTORY
The Dierman-Seth cott on spinning mill on the Ham opened in the early 19th 
century. The oldest part of the building dates from 1828. In 1928 the company 
expanded along Keizer Leopoldstraat, adding a Manchester-type factory building. 
The skeleton is made of reinforced concrete. Relief carvings can be seen at certain 
places on the walls, decorated with stylized bobbins. They are a reference to the 
building’s functi on. Originally it had four storeys, with a weaving mill and twisti ng 
department on the ground fl oor. The three upper storeys were used for storage.
Today the texti le company Milliken manufactures technical texti les here. Many 
of its products are ultra-specialised syntheti cs. They are used for all kinds of 
applicati ons, from space suits to car tyres.

23 TENEMENT IN 
 ZONDER-NAAMSTRAAT 
In the 1960s there was sti ll a dilapidated tenement in this park. A tenement, 
called a ‘beluik’ in Ghent, is a group of small workers’ houses. In the 19th 
century, they were oft en built in the shadow of the factories. They were small, 
impoverished homes, grouped around a courtyard. They can only be reached 
through a narrow alley off  the street.

Conditi ons were wretched, with the residents living at very close quarters and 
sharing the toilets. In the mid-1970s this tenement was declared uninhabitable. 
Hundreds of people – a melti ng pot of Ghent nati ves and newcomers – lived 
here unti l just before it was demolished. Ghent dialect, West Flemish, Berber 
and Turkish were all spoken in the same street. At the ti me Ghent sti ll had about 
200 tenements, housing more than 2,000 families altogether. Only in the 1980s 
did the city wake up to the severe housing problem that had plagued the lives of 
lower income groups in parti cular for decades.

On the other side of the park, you will see a renovated tenement.

19 VAN EYCK BATHS 
The Van Eyck baths opened on 1 August 1886, as the fi rst indoor swimming pool 
in Flanders. The unique baths were hugely popular in the densely populated 
working-class neighbourhood. The Lousbergs texti le factory a litt le further along 
provided the hot water. There are also individual bathtubs, and even today you 
can come here to take a bath.

The magnifi cent art deco interior was added in 1932. In 1995 the splendid 
bath house was given listed status. During renovati on, the decision was made 
to preserve and repair the original 19th century outer façade and the 1930s 
interior.

The façade sti ll bears the original inscripti ons ‘Bains’ and ‘Badhuis’. A new 
entrance building was added at the rear. You can get a glimpse of the swimming 
pool through the portholes in the hall.

24 DE CENTRALE 
In the 20th century, electricity became a part of daily life. In 1924 the City of Ghent 
decided to build a power stati on on the Ham, which generated electric power 
with two turbo-alternators from 1926 onwards. In 1958 the city’s heati ng system 
came into use. The energy from the power stati on’s residual steam heated several 
hospitals and other public buildings (and it sti ll does today!). At the end of the 
1960s, the fi rst group of diesel alternators came into operati on. At 25 megawatt , 
they were the most powerful in the world in their day. In the late 1980s the boiler 
rooms, unloading equipment for coal and the chimneys were dismantled.

The most recent part of the building has been turned into the SPE power stati on 
(Samenwerkende Vereniging voor Producti e van Elektriciteit). Since the end 
of 2011, EDF Luminus has operated a steam and gas power stati on here. The 
intercultural centre De Centrale occupies the remaining space. Step inside for a 
moment and admire the fi ne art deco interior.

25 BLEKERIJSTRAAT
The name of this street refers to the numerous bleaching establishments based 
here from the 16th century onwards.

A ‘blekerij’ or bleaching establishment is a company or part of a company that 
brightens the colour of yarn, texti les and linen. For centuries this was done at 
bleach fi elds. Chemical processes were introduced in the 19th century. That 
meant that bleaching was responsible for considerable water and soil polluti on.

The striking building adjacent to number 50 used to be a copper foundry. Today 
the Kopergietery is a centre for the performing arts.

ABOUT ALEXANDER DUMAREY

Industrial heritage is trendy. Factory 
buildings, boiler rooms, machine rooms 
and warehouses are being repurposed 
nowadays. Despite such success 
stories, quite a few buildings are still 
being demolished. The preservation of 
industrial sites is often more sensitive and 
problematic than that of churches, castles 
or town houses. The value of a factory 
is not always clear from the building’s 
aesthetic or architectural characteristics. 
It reveals itself subtly in the stories told 
by those who used to work there, in the 
products that were manufactured between 
the brick walls and cast-iron columns, 
and in the oil stains that serve as silent 
witnesses on the worn-out floors. 

Hop on your bike and discover these 
gigantic gems from Ghent’s glorious 
industrial past. Discover the cathedrals of 
industry.
